Encourage others:  All three scriptures make the point clear. Explain how this encourages!

Refute those who oppose it:   Again, the scriptures speak for themselves. What is sound doctrine? Look at the 3 important points: The scriptures are all review!

Baptism:  These should all be familiar by now. Share more of your conviction about it! 

Discipleship: This is a great time to share about your discipleship! How do you do it?

Repentance: This is a great time to follow up from the 4th study! How are their convictions?

Common False doctrines: 

Go through each one and share you convictions about them. Ask them if they have any history with any of these teachings. How do they feel about it now? You may need to work through some things if they didn’t come up in the 4th study. Take your time and do your best to answer any questions that may come up. If you are unsure, get some advice and get back to them later. If you know they are from a particular background, do you best to be prepared!
