Study guide

       This is the follow up to part 1. This study must begin with going back over the 3 types of sin identified in part 1. As you did then, be open about your own sins and encourage them to do the same. Be patient! This may very well be the first time they have ever talked about sin…with anyone! The goal is not to talk about every sin they have ever committed, but rather to see clearly the sin that has been a part of their life and is a part of their life. Remind them of Romans 3:23-24. We all have it so we might as well be honest about it! Take your time and be thorough. Realize too that some things may come out a bit later in the studies, or in counting the cost. 

Acts 2: 38  2 key points here: Repentance and baptism! 

Repentance    Define repentance. Greek word “metanoia” A change of heart and mind that leads to a change of action! It’s not just something we think, but something we do!

Baptism   What is “baptism”  Greek word “baptizo” – to immerse. ie: a sunken ship!   “sprinkling was not a practice until the 3rd century! In Bible it was always a full immersion.

Romans 6: 1-10 Go through this carefully, it’s a gold mine! Compare Jesus death, burial and resurrection with our baptism. Draw a diagram!                                                                                                            Colossians 2:11-12   Compare this with “sprinkling” Can a baby repent and have faith?                       Galatians 3:26-27  “clothed” means fully enveloped by Jesus!                                                                                                                     1 Peter 3:18-22  Baptism is not “symbolic” of the flood, the flood was symbolic of baptism! The flood saved only a few, through the cross, baptism can save all! 

Question:  Look back at the timeline from part 1. How does all this line up with what you said? Share how you first heard this and what helped you. Be willing to help them. Give them time to think about this! It may very well be a follow up study.
