2. Baptism    Why baptism?
Roman’s 6:1-10   Sharing in the death, burial and resurrection of Christ

                             For us, “death” to sin, buried in water, raised to new life!

                             We receive the gift of God’s Holy Spirit at baptism.

Colossians 2: 11-12  In the Bible, baptism was an adult decision. Requires faith 

                                   In God’s power.  

Galatians 3:26-27  “clothed” with Christ. The Holy Spirit wrapped around us.

1 Peter 3:18-22     Noah and his family saved through water. The flood 

                                          symbolized baptism that now saves you also.

                                          The power is in the resurrection of Christ. The grace of God.
