Second Study
Our Love for God
Study guide

            The point of this study is to help someone begin to turn the course of their life more in the direction of Christ! It focuses on the areas of Lordship (allowing Jesus to truly be in control of all things), and discipleship (actually living your life following Jesus.) Always follow up from the last study and be sure to let them talk! You want to know if this is really sinking in. You may want to leave some time up front to answer any questions about the last study, or help clarify a point. This is not a race! Take your time to be sure they are ready to move on. If so, let’s go!

 Mt 22:34-40    The 2 most important commands! This study is about loving God.
A. Seek Him!   The idea here is that God is there waiting to be found by us. He’s not hiding but in plain sight! We have to make efforts to move toward Him! Share a lot about your own efforts to seek a relationship with God! What helped you?
B. Believe in Him!  Belief is not simply “acknowledgement” but actively pursuing a relationship with God. If you truly believe someone, you will listen to them. Give some examples from your own life about believing enough in someone to listen to them. (maybe a teacher or mentor in your life.) This belief develops into trust.
C. Obey Him!  The real test of belief is obedience! Give examples of what we are to obey. Share from your own life what you had to learn to obey. What helped you get there. Help them through your example to understand what it means to make Jesus Lord of all!
D. Follow Him! This is discipleship! At each point here, share how you learned to put this into practice. For many, this is a real challenge. Help them to see how this can be done on a daily basis.
E. Worship Him! Worship is much more than singing, although that is certainly a part of it! This is the point of a relationship with God. Share your “worship” with them! Help them to develop a life of worship for themselves. 
Homework: Have them study Acts 8:26-39 on their own. Explain the importance of a journal to keep up with all the new things you are learning!
