· If you do not love and lead them spiritually, they will look to unspiritual fulfillment by the choices they make
· Building Wisely
· Deuteronomy 6:6-9
· Like Matt 7, we need to hear the Word of God, and act on them, and we will if they are on our hearts!
· Do you have an "in-church" life and an "out-of-church" life?  A spiritual hat and a worldly hat?
· We need to be spiritual always
· That does not mean perfect
· It does mean humble, teachable, repentant when you need to be.
· Just like building, you are always teaching!
